The statue of
Johannes Honterus near the Black Church, by the Finnish sculptor Harro Magnusen,
embodies the great Enlightenment humanist who brought Protestantism to Brasov
and authored notable pedagogical and geographical writings.

Brasov has one of the finest natural settings in Romania and Europe. The Southern
part of the town is towered by the 960 m high Mount Tampa, and is neighboured
about 10 km farther by Poiana Brasov, a lovely winter and summer resort.

The contemporary city is an active industrial, shopping, tourist and cultural centre, a
permanent attraction for hundreds of thousands of tourists from Romania and
abroad. Those who, at one time, lived in Brasov come to miss it and wish to return.

FORMS AND
REQUIREMENTS

REGISTRATION

Citizens of the EU, Swiss Confederation and EEA member states (Norway, Island and
Lichtenstein) are exempted from visa requirements.

Nationals of all the EU third countries and all the non-UE countries must apply for a
study visa in due time, at a Romanian diplomatic mission or consular office from the
origin countries (or the nearest country).

Both categories of citizens will come to the International Cooperation Office to be
registered into the data base and to receive additional information concerning their stay
in Romania as students of Transilvania University of Brasov.

RESIDENCE PERMIT

After entering Romania, you must obtain a residence permit. It certifies your right to stay
in Romania and you can obtain it from the territorial units of the General Inspectorate for
Immigration from the country where you live. In order to obtain a residence permit, you
will submit personally a number of documents at least 30 days before the expiry of the
right to stay granted by the visa.

In order to extend the right of residence (obtaining the residence permit) for studies,
whether you are an undergraduate or postgraduate student (MA, PhD), you must submit
the following documents through the online service available here:

O proof of means of support amounting
to at least the minimum gross salary per
country guaranteed in payment for a
period of at least 6 months

O application;
O border crossing document (passport,
travel document, etc.) original and

duplicate;

O letter of acceptance for the studies — B proof of legal ownership of living space
only required on the first extension of (original and copy);

the right to stay; O medical certificate;

O certificate issued by the International O fees.

THE TAXES YOU MUST PAY
FOR OBTAINING THE RESIDENCE PERMIT:

O the equivalent value (in lei) of 120 euro — consular fee - to be paid at the Treasury
(Public Finances - ANAF) Address 7 Mihail Kogalniceanu Street

O 265 lei representing the equivalent value of the residence permit, to be paid at any CEC
BANK office or CEC BANK payment machine

Residence permits for beneficiaries of a Romanian state scholarship shall be granted with
exemption from paying taxes.

The right of temporary residence for studies may be extended by no more than 6 months
after graduation, for the following reasons:

- completion of studies

- endorsements of the graduation certificates

Foreigners who have not graduated during the initial granted period may be
granted a further extension of the right of residence in order to complete
their studies for a period no longer than a year.



DEADLINES FOR THE
RESIDENCE PERMIT

The residence permit must be renewed at
least 30 days before the expiration of the
previous one.

The request for the extension of the right of
residence shall be resolved within 30 days

from the date of its submission. In case

further checks are required, the resolution
period for resolving the application may be

extended by no more than 15 days.

Foreigners who entered Romania for
studies can apply for the extension of the

right of residence for a period equal to the

total duration of studies and for a

maximum period of one year in the case of

foreigners participating in a student
exchange programme.

SITUATIONS OF
EXEMPTION FOR

ROMANIA:

Beneficiaries of a Romanian State
scholarship are exempted from payment
of consular fees, the residence permit
and do not have to prove the means of
support.

Foreigners who are Romanian ethnics
(who have an ancestor who has or had
Romanian citizenship) do not have to
prove the means of support.

If \;M’ing in the Uni'\'/ersit\/ Campuses (Colina or Memo)
you will find it convenient to have lunch at the Student 2

ACCOMMODATION

University campus accommodation costs about 150 euro/person/month.

Student bedrooms are fully furnished and equipped with a sink. You will have access to a
shared bathroom and kitchen.

RENTING AN APARTMENT

If you choose to rent an apartment or a house in Brasov, we strongly advise you to
contact a real-estate agency (“agentie imobiliard”). They can provide you with
information about the most interesting offers on the market.

The accommodation cost varies with the type, location, size and facilities, approximately ~ *
250-450 euro/month/apartment Usually, you have to pay extra for all utilities: water
electricity, gas telephone etc., about 150 euro/month.

If you decide to rent an apartment, a signed lease
contract is needed, used also for temporary
residence permit application.



LOCAL TRANSPORTATION

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION

The Brasov public transportation network is very extensive and services run late into
the night; specialized all-night services are also available.

Tickets can be bought at specialized RATBv kiosks or from newsagents, but remember
to punch them in the bus. Even though there are no ticket gates when entering the
vehicles, it's advisable to have a valid ticket because ticket inspections are frequent.
When someone requests your ticket, always ask them to see a job ID.

One bus/trolley bus 2-ways ticket: 10 lei.

TAXI COMPANIES

Taxis are a faster and more comfortable way to get around town than public
transportation. Taxis are also relatively cheap. All taxis must have meters and drivers
are usually friendly.

Ask the approximate fare in advance and always make sure the driver uses the meter
from the start. Check the taxi's door for the price (lei/km).

Taxis are usually parked in designated areas, which are in the proximity of bus stations
or other busy spots.

When travelling outside city limits, you may be asked to pay the double fare per km (it
is considered acceptable), or you could agree on a fixed amount in advance.

Never get into a taxi that does not have a sign with the company name on top.

CURRENCY

The Romanian official currency is the leu (plural lei). 1 leu has 100 bani. The
exchange rate is established by the National Bank. The current exchange rate is
about 1€ = 5 lei. It is advisable to exchange money at banks or at Exchange offices
available all around the city.

You can use your foreign debit card at ATMs and you will be issued the equivalent in
lei of the amount of euro or US dollars indicated by you. Romanian ATMs only accept
Visa, MasterCard and Maestro. Depending on your needs, there are several
possibilities for money transfer: bank transfer or special transfer (such as Western
Union), postal money order (“mandat postal”).
